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Growing rural and urban growth has been observed since decades by improving old infrastructures and also building new infrastructures in implementing different development projects  and the growing agricultural production in the Bangladesh. This rapid infrastructural in the rural and urban area in case of social mobilization from rural to urban, increasing supply change management, increasing transportation and also changing livelihood in the growing  agricultural production and plantation efforts as well as social norms and culture are great concerns of land use development and governance. 
Challenging in urban infrastructure 
 Growing urban infrastructure and the rural agricultural expansion have  been created a new challenge in accumulating finance and investment which is required to provide basic service delivery  such as fulfilling the demand of  safe drinking water and solid waste management , low cost transportation facilities  for improving mobilization of citizens etc for which financial  investment for improving the infrastructure and land management are essentially required.  But,  lack of availability  and  value of lands  are  tremendously observed in the densely populated urban areas like Bangladesh where  investment and  economic growth are confined and challenged although construction of the growing infrastructures  of the development projects like roads, public housing, water supply etc  are being added high value of lands commercially.
There are many challenges have also come into light in this connection are as follows:
· Challenge in financial investment in  case of governing land acquisition of land and resettlement, compensation to the affected people;
· Observing threat to the landownership pattern  and  a vast section of the people incur in the landlessness as well as belong to poorer due to land acquisition;
· Challenge in food security for the vast population about 130 million people of  Bangladesh are living in only 5500 squire kilo meters;
· Challenges in keeping social safeguard and resettlement properly during the land acquisition for constructing infrastructures  under the development projects; 
· Challenges are observed in accumulating finance  or investment   by the government for buying land although it is more less than market  price;
· Challenges  of  institutional  arrangement  in governing the land acquisition process and;
· Challenge in the legal framework and maintaining compliance issues during the acquisition process by imposing different section of notices to the landowners in which challenge is also come into the light to find the entitlements of the acquired land.
· Challenges in fulfilling the donor requirements of Social Safeguard Policy  for implementing the development projects mainly financed by   World Bank and Asian  Development Bank (ADB)

Disaster risk deduction:
It is national priority for Disaster Risk Reduction (DRR) keeping  a strong institutional arrangement for implementation. However, following lacks are observed in case of DRR which are required to be fulfilled to ensure sustainable DRR:

· Lack of National policy, institutional and legal framework for DDR with capacities at all levels

· Lack of dedicated and adequate resources to implement DRR plans and activities at all administrative levels.  

· Lack of community participation and involvement and decentralization through the delegation of authority, responsibility  and resources at  local levels. 

· Lack of  national multi-sectoral platform for functioning DRR. 

· Challenge in Identifying, assessing  and monitoring  DRR and enhance early warning. 
· Lack of using knowledge, innovation and  education to build a culture of safety and  resilience at all levels.

· Reduce the underlying risk factors: Disaster risk reduction is an integral objective of environment related policies and plans, including for land use natural resource management and adaptation to climate change.

· Lack of strengthen disaster preparedness for effective response at all levels

Way Forward:

· Institutional arrangements are required to resolve the lacks in the management of Land for infrastructure, housing, agricultural production as well as  disaster risk reduction.
· Policy should be incorporated for making the sustainable disaster preparedness that to be communicated with all concerned levels.
· Participation of all concerned in the decision making process will have  to be ensured 
· Policy  framework of the land acquisition and resettlement of the government has to be revised/changed in dealing the social safeguard policy of the World Bank and ADB
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
